HIRING YOUNG ADUITS TO MEET YOUR EMPLOYMENT NEEDS

Our greatest resource is our young people. Youth
have passion, gcimﬁnation, ambition and drive. With this

in mind, one might think that young adults have access to
awide range of employment opportunities. However, it has
become increasingly cﬁEcult or young people to find jobs.
In many cases, employers and adults take on the assum
tion that youth often IZave a poor work ethic and lack nec-
essary job skills. A common response to why younger indi-
viduals do not work is because they do not want to. But
according to Andrew Sum, director of the Center for Labor
Market Studies at Northeastern University; that is not true.
“There is no data to back that up,” notes Sum. “When you
ask teens if they want to work, a large number of kids say
they simply can't find a job.” With a ing economy,
jobs that have traditionally been held by teens and young
adults have recently transitioned to other segments of the
population. During a period of limited hiring activity; it
stands to reason that there is going to be strong competition
to fill vacant positions. Teens and young adults are often
adversely affected by such competition.

The Chamber advocates on behalf of

business and acts as your voice for business
friendly policy and economic development.

Health Care Costs. The key focus of our Cham-
ber was on health care is cost containment. We
worked to limit mandates and insure that health
care cost premiums do not continue to place an
undue burden on the bottom line of businesses.

LED Slgn Ordinance. The Chamber assisted in
the drafting and advocacy of the City of Fall
River’s newly approved LED Sign Ordinance.

Tax Rate. As a Chamber, we closely monitor
commercial tax rates in the City of Fall River
and surrounding towns. This past year, the
Chamber experienced success in working with
the Fall River City Council to reduce the Com-
mercial Tax Shift Rate from the maximum 1.75
to 1.70. The reduction saved local commercial
property owners hundreds to thousands of dol-
lars.

Zoning / Permitting. At the invitation of the
Office of the Mayor and Fall River City Coun-
cil, the Chamber is working to establish a step-
by-step standardized process for permit appli-
cants which will lead to a better informed busi-
ness consumer and a smoother process for the
commercial applicant. The Chamber also active-
ly participated in the drafting and advocacy of
the City of Fall River’s newly approved Water-

front Development District.

Candidate Debates. Our ongoing mission here
at the Chamber is to promote awareness and
involvement, something that was accomplished
through a series of candidate debates that helped
voters get concrete answers from those running
for political office in state or local elections.

Transportation. The Chamber has had direct
involvement in the design and implementation
of the Route 79 Project, which upon completion
will lower the ramp system that currently divid-
ed the city core from its waterfront by creating a
boulevard in its place. The Chamber has also
been advocate to utilize City funds for upgrad-
ing the roads and sidewalks infrastructure at the

Fall River Industrial Park.
